Even
as he performs a classic magic trick, such as a Houdini magic box where he’s hand-
cuffed and locked in a receptacle only to emerge seconds later on top of the box,
he does it with such high-energy music and flair that it feels new again. A special
feature of the show occurs as Adams literally pounds a full-size Lamborghini to
rubble, only to have it vanish in the blink of an eye.

There’s an edginess to Adrenaline, a look and a desire to break the rules and have
you experience magic in a 21st century way.
